Rules and Conditions of Entry 

1.  ASSOCIATION LIABILITY - The Western Australian Arabian Horse Association Inc (WAAHA Inc) or any of its Agents, shall not be liable for any 
financial loss or damage, physical injury or property damage suffered by any person by reason of any defect, accident, negligence or neglect 
however arising 

2.  SHOW RULES - This is an “A” Class show for Arabian and Arabian Derivatives and is governed by the Arabian Horse Society of Australia Rule 
Book and the SEC Rules and Regulations. It is the responsibility of the entrant to read and be familiar with the rules.  The current AHSA Rule 
book is available online at www.waaha.com.au or www.ahsa.asn.au. 

3.  Competitors will refrain from smoking, drinking alcohol or taking any substance which impairs their ability to control the exhibit.  
(AHSA Rule 8.4 (d)) 

4.  SEC Rules –  

 Any persons entering the stable area does so at their own risk and EWA and WAAHA Inc will not be held liable for any injury which 
may occur to riders, horses and general public. 

 Under no circumstances may horses be tacked or tied up in the aisles 

 Smoking is only permitted on the entrance road side of the main SEC pavilion – smoking will not be tolerated or accepted in any 
other area 

 No alcohol may be brought into the Centre – a licenced bar will be available on Saturday evening  

5.  MEMBERS RATES - Only current 2012 Junior, General, Family/Joint and Life members of the WAAHA Inc whose name appears on the 
Registration Certificate of an exhibit as the Owner or Lessee, are eligible to enter at members rates.  
Membership fees must be paid before or on the close of entries.  Non-members of WAAHA (Inc.) competing in Handler and / or Rider 
classes MUST pay non-member rates for those classes regardless of the horse’s ownership member status. 

6.  ENTRIES - Entries MUST be made in writing on the supplied form, accompanied by the correct payment and all supporting documents. 
Refund of entries will not be made after the closing date of entries. Incorrect and incomplete entries will incur a $20.00 admin fee 

 By lodging an entry the exhibitor shall be bound by the terms & conditions set out herein. The signature of an entry form by an 
exhibitor shall be deemed to evidence acceptance of same 

 Owners of ALL Stallions (Purebred and Derivative) and Purebred Mares must be current financial members of AHSA to enter their 
horse(s) at this show. 

 All entries must be accompanied by a copy (front & back) of the exhibits AHSA Ltd registration Certificate.  No Pending 
Registrations accepted 

 All horses, excluding foals, must be able to be identified by their brands and markings in accordance with the Certificate of 
Registration issued by the Society 

 The WAAHA Inc Committee reserves the right to refuse, cancel or accept conditionally any entry 

 Any cheque received by the organisers shall be deemed to be conditional payment only and is subject to payment upon 
presentation. Any bank fees/charges incurred by the organisers regarding dishonoured cheques will be payable by that exhibitor 

7.  ORGANISING COMMITTEE - Reserves the right, without assigning reason, to:-  
(a) reject or cancel any entry at any time;  

(b) cancel any event or class;  

(c) divide or combine classes;  

(d) transfer an exhibit from one class to another;  

(e) expel any exhibit/exhibitor from the competition and from the grounds  

8.  CONDUCT - Competitors shall at all times behave in a proper and respectful manner to Judges, Officials and fellow competitors. Any 
exhibitor whose conduct is considered to be ill-mannered, aggressive or unsportsmanlike may be issued a warning and subsequently 
dismissed from the class or disqualified from the Show. Please refer to the AHSA Ltd 2011 Rule Book for information. Bullying of any 
description will not be tolerated.  

9.  EXHIBIT NUMBERS: Exhibit numbers must be worn on the back of the handler/rider or around the horses’ neck. Competitors may not enter 
any class without their correct exhibit number displayed 

10.  LAMENESS - Exhibits displaying lameness, whip or spur marks will not be judged 

11.  PROTESTS - The Judges’ decision will be final. Protests will only be accepted in writing by the Show Disputes Committee within one hour of 
the conclusion of the event and must be accompanied by a fee of $50. This fee will be forfeited if the protest is dismissed 

12.  SUITABLE ATTIRE - Competitors attire must be appropriate for an A Class Show. The WAAHA Inc Committee reserves the right to refuse any 
competitor from entering any class for inappropriate attire if, in the opinion of the Judge or Steward, may detract from the purpose of the 
event. No advertising material shall appear on any items of dress, saddlery or equipment that leads to Stud, farm of personal identification 

13.  SWABBING - Any exhibit may be randomly selected to be swabbed for prohibited substances. Results of any/all swabs taken may be 
published. Horses returning a positive swab will be subject to penalties as per current AHSA Ltd Rule Book.  

14.  STALLIONS/COLTS - May not be handled or ridden by any person under the age of 18yrs. Stallions must be under control and supervised at 
all times, unless securely stabled. Stallions and colts 2yrs and over must be entire, with two visible testicles.  Suitable and sustainable 
headgear is required at all times 

15.  YOUTH CLASSES - Maximum age limit for Youth classes is 17yrs and under at the date of this show. All Youth Riders must wear safety 
approved helmets when riding. In Youth Handler classes the handler must stand at 45 degrees to the shoulder of the horse 

16.  GROUND FEES - Are compulsory for all exhibitors who are not current EA or SEC members and MUST be paid with the entry 

17.  STABLING AND CAMPING - Camping fees are compulsory for all NON EA Members or SEC Members.  Stables and Camping to be booked 
online at www.equestrianwa.org.au or by phoning EWA on 9296 1200

Abuse and Undue Stirring of Horses 

If, in the opinion of the judge or the show jury, any horse is seen to be abused, or shows marks of being abused, 

then the horse will either be not allowed to enter the ring, or be asked to leave the ring and will not be judged for 

the remainder of the event.  The matter will then be forwarded onto AHSA for investigation and further sanctions 

may be involved. 

Undue stirring includes: 

 Shaking plastic bags or cans 

 Hitting railings or arena boundaries 

 Excessively loud clapping or cheering 

 Stamping on stairs or floors 

 Or anything that causes other horses in the immediate surroundings to react. 
 
The Show Jury will consist of two or more of the following: 

 Judge 

 Ring Steward 

 Show Manager 

 Gate Marshall  

 And / or one committee member.

Ultimate Arabian Rules 

Participation in the Ultimate Arabian / Arabian Derivative Class in by invitation only and no entry fee is required. 
The ULTIMATE will be judged by both the HALTER and RIDDEN Judges (independently) and will involve both a 
ridden and Halter workout. In the event of a tie, the points awarded by the international Judge will take 
precedence.  
 
Eligible exhibits (up to 10) will be determined on the day by the Show Committee, based on points received, where 

the judge places the qualifying classes as follows:

NO other classes at the All Arabian Show are qualifying classes 

 
The Rider and Handler in the Ultimate event must be the same as when the horse qualified, i.e. ridden by the same 
rider and shown by the same handler. In the event of a rider/handler qualifying more than one horse, a substitute 
rider may be used in WARM UP ONLY.  
 
Assistance is allowed to saddle the horse however only two people are permitted in the ring at any one time.  
Head-gear may be changed, but the horse must be in safe and substantial headgear AT ALL TIMES. 

  

 From 1998 
 Once a horse has won ULTIMATE Arabian or Derivative, it may defend its title once, providing that it 

qualifies in the normal manner.  

 From 2003 

 The  defence must be at THE ALL ARABIAN SHOW within three years immediately after it has won the 
award 

 From 2010 

 A defender that is entered in the show but does not qualify for ULTIMATE will be considered an 
unsuccessful defender.  

 A defender entered in the show who qualifies but does not present for judging of ULTIMATE will be 
considered an unsuccessful defender, unless there is a genuine reason (horse or rider becomes ill or 
injured or other extenuating circumstances) to prevent competition, THE SHOW COMMITTEE MUST BE 
NOTIFIED IN WRITING, PRIOR TO LEAVING THE SHOW, if this is the case.  

 An unsuccessful defence or winning the ULTIMATE twice will eliminate the horse from further 

participation in this event in future years.
